Brain freezes are caused when cold food or drink touches the roof of
your mouth. Nerves in your mouth send a signal to your brain. Your brain
then turns the signal into a sharp pain. However, the pain does not go to
your mouth where the cold is. It stays in your head.

Most brain freezes last for less than 30 seconds. But if you want to
make it go away quicker, you can try a couple of tricks. When you start to
get a brain freeze, push your tongue against the roof of your mouth. This
sometimes warms up your mouth so that the nerves don't send the signal
that causes a headache. You can also try preventing brain freeze from the
start by eating and drinking more slowly. If you take smaller bites or sips
and wait longer between them, your mouth won't get as cold. Of course,
sometimes a cold drink or an ice-cream cone on a hot day is just too good
to enjoy slowly!

Brain freezes also occur when we have to present or perform in front
of others but lack confidence - either in our ability to deliver the message
or in the message itself (or both).

However, some
people collect autographs even from people they don't admire. They just
want autographs from any famous person. Rather than collecting these
autographs to keep, they collect the autographs to sell.

These days there are more than 20,000 people who collect autographs
for the value the autographs might have in the future. Since these people
are willing to pay a lot of money for an autograph. Autograph hounds
now hang around sports centres, and concerts trying to get autographs
they can sell. They can sometimes make as much as $1,500 for one
autograph. In fact, there are also companies that buy and sell autographs.
One company, Profiles in History, says it has the largest collection of
autographs in the world, and earns more than $12 million a year!

The price of an autograph depends on how rare the autograph is. For
example famous people like Angelina Jolie and George Clooney sign a lot
of autographs. Therefore, their autographs are not rare and are not worth
very much money.

On the other hand, Madonna and Nicole Kidman rarely sign anything.
This makes their autographs rarer and more valuable. Queen Elizabeth II
almost never signs autographs, therefore, something with her signature
on it might sell for around $3,500. It doesn’t matter if the person is dead.
Elvis Presley and Napoleon signed many things. Their signatures are only
worth $1,500. However, signed letters from Marilyn Monroe are very rare.
They can cost $50,000 each. The highest price ever paid for an autograph
was $750,000 for a letter written and signed by the American president

Food critics are journalists who eat at restaurants and write reviews that
give readers the feeling that they have visited the restaurant themselves.
The articles almost always include a description of the restaurant, for
example, whetheritis nicely decorated orhas a beautiful view of the ocean.
The menu, prices, and service are generally described as well, but a food
critic’s main task is to write about their opinion of the food. Food critics
may tell readers about the colours of fresh vegetables, or the pleasant
aroma of a perfectly cooked chicken.

In 1969, four months after Neil Armstrong and his colleague Buzz
Aldrin stayed on the surface of the moon for 21 hours, Alan Bean and
Pete Conrad spent two days there. Bean is also an artist, and is the only
person on earth who is able to paint space scenes that he had actually
seen.In 1971, Alan Shepard and Edgar Mitchel went on a mission to study
earthquakes on the moon (known as moonquakes). Shepard also enjoyed
a game of golf there: because there is very little gravity, he hit the ball
farther than any professional golf player on earth!

Seven months later, two more astronauts stayed for nearly three days
on the moon. David Scott and James Irwin took along a special vehicle
which meant they could travel around. They returned to earth with many
moon rocks. In 1972, John Young and Charles Duke landed in the moon’s
mountains for the first time.

The moon was last visited at the end of 1972. Eugene Cernan and
Harrison Schmitt explored the moon for three days, longer than any other
astronaut. Schmitt was a geologist before he became an astronaut and
he did a number of scientific experiments there. Before they returned to
earth, Cernan wrote his daughter’s name on the moon’s surface. There is
no weather on the moon, so he knew that there was nothing that would
wear the letters away. They are probably there today! There are now plans
to get astronauts to visit the moon again, although nobody knows when
